Pension Revision for Pre-01.01.2007 BSNL Pensioners – Under RTI
In response to the RTI Application dated 06.05.10, Shri Pooran Lal, Secy (BSNL & PSUs) of BPS @ Agra has been informed by the Deptt. Of Telecommunications (Pension Section) vide their letter No. 47 – 66/2009-Pen(T)dated 30.06.2010 that OM No. 2(7)/2005-DPE(WC) GI III dated 26.02.08 regarding merger of 50% IDA does not cover pensioners as on 01.01.07 and that Draft Cabinet Note regarding pension revision for IDA pensioners of BSNL is being finalized for submission to Hon’ble MOC & IT. He has been further clarified that since Cabinet Note is a secret document, the contents cannot be disclosed as it is exempted under Section 8 (1) (i) of the RTI Act, 2005.

No concessional Telephone for secondary Pensioners.
Sub: Extension of Concessional Telephone facility to the unmarried/divorced/ widowed daughter, in case she is granted the family pension of her DoT – Pensioner father/mother.

Kindly refer to your letter No. PF/09/Empowerment of Women 801 date 18.7.2009, addressed to “Prime Minister Office” on the subject cited above.

It is to inform that the benefit of Concessional Telephone under RE-DoT category is available to spouse of the eligible employee who dies in harness even before putting in 20 years of service in DoT. After the death of retired and spouse, the telephone may be retained as general category telephone by any of the legal heirs and rental would be charged as applicable to general category.
At present, there is no provision to extend the concessional telephone facility to the unmarried/divorced/widowed daughter, even if she is granted the family pension after death of her father/mother.
